HP RP5700 Long Lifecycle Desktop vs HP RP5700 POS
The difference between the Long Lifecycle Desktop and the POS RP5700 is the USB Power Plus card.  The POS unit includes a 4 port Powered USB Card that supplies 1 – 24v and 3 – 12v ports to supply power to the HP POS receipt printer.  If you get the Desktop unit you will not have the required port for the Powered USB printer.  The HP receipt printers use a 24v port and do not require a power supply as it pulls power from the RP5700/RP3000 internal power supply.  Here is a picture of the USB Interface so you can see it is clearly not standard USB.  You can use standard USB in these powered ports, but cannot use powered USB in standard USB ports of a computer.
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
